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Rationale
Churwell Primary School recognises that all pupils, regardless of their background, should have equal access to a curriculum which will enable them to reach their potential.  The sports funding premium is a Government initiative that targets extra money to all pupils and all schools. 
The Government are not dictating how schools should spend this money, but are clear that schools will need to employ the strategies that they know will support all pupils to increase their active participation in sports.

Schools must spend the additional funding on improving their provision of PE and sport, but they will have the freedom to choose how they do this.

Uses of the funding at Churwell Primary School include:
· Hiring specialist PE teachers or qualified sports coaches to work with primary teachers when teaching PE.
· Paying for professional development opportunities for teachers in PE and sport.
· Providing cover to release primary teachers for professional development in PE and sport.
· Running sport competitions, or increasing pupils’ participation in the School Games.
· Buying quality assured professional development modules or materials for PE and sport.
· Buying SLA with Morley Schools Sports Partnership and Leeds Wellbeing Partnership to access professional links to sporting opportunities for children and CPD for the subject leader

The school used PE Partner Sports Coaching to support the development of high quality active participation in sport.  The benefits to the children and staff were:
	
· A programme of at least 38 weeks sports coaching for all children in Nursery to Year 6. 

· The children had a range of sports coaching throughout the year allowing them access to a variety of different activities, some of which they had not experienced before.  The focus for the coaching was around developing sports skills through games, athletics, dance, gymnastics and OAA.

· Teachers were present in all coaching sessions and were able to continue to develop their confidence in PE as a result of this, particularly those who were non-PE specialists. Teachers have access to online planning through PE Partner; this enables them to support the coaching session and to teach further lessons to support physical development in the other PE sessions. 

· Active Learning continued last academic year. Teachers plan active learning in lessons such as maths, science or English – children are encouraged to move around to find or match answers. This supports both academic learning and physical fitness.   

· Governors have monitored the impact and use of Sports Funding through full Governing Body and Committee meetings. 

· The school continues to promote active playtimes and alongside the year group Playtime Pledge, each year group has a ‘zoned’ area of playtime activities – different activities are offered in specific areas of the play space each day. 

· The school has joined the Well Schools PE offer; which means we have access to a wide range and variety of physical activity, events and training . 

· Over the holiday periods the school worked with PE Partner, who ran PE clubs through the Healthy Schools Fund. This enabled us to target specific children to attend physical activity over the summer holiday period. Some children also attended a ‘catch-up’ swimming programme.
